BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS’ REGULAR MEETING

MINUTES
PRESENT: Chair Gage, Vice-Chair Owens, Commissioner Gasperson, Commissioner Holbert and Commissioner Pack.  Also in attendance were Interim County Manager Pittman, County Attorney Berg, Clerk to the Board Fehrmann, staff, media and citizens.

1. Call to Order – Chair Gage called the meeting to order.
2. Invocation – Prior to giving the invocation, Vice-Chair Owens announced the recent passing of Polk County WWII Veteran Willard A. Jolley.
3. Pledge of Allegiance – Joyce Preston, Polk County V.F.W. Ladies Auxiliary, led the pledge.
4. Approval of Minutes – Commissioner Holbert moved to approve the May 13, 2013, May 14, 2013, the May 16, 2013 (2 sets), budget work session minutes, and the May 20, 2013, public hearing and regular meeting minutes, seconded by Vice-Chair Owens and the motion carried unanimously.  
5. Approval of Agenda – Vice-Chair Owens moved to approve the agenda, seconded by Commissioner Pack and the motion carried unanimously.
6. Budget Amendments – Sandra Hughes, Finance Director, presented the budget amendments.  Vice-Chair Owens moved to approve BA#14:  Social Services, $3,761 – Additional Adult Day Care funding received, seconded by Commissioner Pack and the motion carried unanimously.  Vice-Chair Owens moved to approve  BA#15:  Social Services, $29,737 – Additional Child Day Care funding received; total budget amount $615,911, seconded by Commissioner Pack and the motion carried unanimously.  Vice-Chair Owens moved to approve BA#107:  Sheriff, $6,500 – Transfer to buy a new K-9 due to losing Trixie, seconded by Commissioner Gasperson and the motion carried unanimously. 
7. Foothills Human Society (FHS) – David Pritchard, FHS Board of Directors President, and Selena Coffey, FHS Director, discussed the facility’s financial needs and asked the Board to reconsider granting the budget increase FHS requested for the FY 2013/2014 budget.  Following discussion, Ms. Coffey agreed to provide the Commissioners and the Interim County Manager with more detailed supporting information regarding the requested increase.  Citizen comment:  Emily Clark spoke in support of FHS and its budget request.
8. BOC Meeting Dates – Vice-Chair Owens moved to approve the regular Board of Commissioners’ meeting schedule for July through December 2013, seconded by Commissioner Pack and the motion carried unanimously. 
9. Manager’s Report – Interim County Manager Pittman informed the Board that the Jervey Palmer Building was sold to Daystar Enterprises, Inc. on May 24, 2013.  Vice-Chair Owens moved that the $49,050 received in the General Fund from the sale of the Jervey Palmer Building be transferred to and held in Capital Reserve for the purpose of a future site for an industrial park, and to approve the budget amendment transferring these funds from the General Fund to Capital Reserve, seconded by Commissioner Gasperson and the motion carried unanimously.  
10. Volunteer Boards for Vote – David Friday was appointed to the Appearance Commission by unanimous vote; Barbara Batchler and Millicent Stein were appointed to the Council on Aging by unanimous vote; Shane Bradley was appointed to the Farmland Preservation Board by a 4-1 vote (Gasperson voted for Russell Mierop); Millicent Stein was appointed to the Nursing Home Community Advisory Committee by unanimous vote.  Frank Monterisi was appointed to the Zoning Board of Adjustment by unanimous vote; Wally Pace was appointed to the Zoning Board of Adjustment by a 4-1 vote (Gasperson voted for Preston White).  
11. Volunteer Boards for Review – 2 applications for the Mental Health Advisory Board were reviewed; 1 application for the Social Services Board was reviewed. 
12. Citizen Comments on Non-Agenda Items – There were none.
13. Commissioner Comments – Commissioner Gasperson spoke in support of the DSS and FHS budget requests.  Vice-Chair Owens and Commissioner Pack thanked FHS for answering the Board’s questions.  Chair Gage and Commissioner Holbert thanked everyone for coming out.  
14. Closed Session – Commissioner Pack moved to go in to closed session to discuss matters relating to personnel, G.S. 143-318.11(a)(6), and attorney-client privilege, G.S. 143-318.11(a)(3), seconded by Vice-Chair Owens and the motion carried unanimously.  
15. Open Session – Commissioner Pack moved to return to open session, seconded by Commissioner Holbert and the motion carried unanimously.
16. Adjournment – Commissioner Pack moved to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Commissioner Holbert and the motion carried unanimously. 
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
