BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS’ REGULAR MEETING

May 5, 2014 - 7:00 P.M.

MINUTES
PRESENT: Chair Owens, Vice-Chair Gage, Commissioner Gasperson, Commissioner Holbert and Commissioner Pack.  Also in attendance were Interim County Manager Pittman, County Attorney Berg, Clerk to the Board Fehrmann, staff, media and citizens.

1. Call to Order – Chair Owens called the meeting to order.
2. Invocation – Chair Owens asked those present to remember Jenna Phipps, who recently passed away after a battle with cancer, followed by the invocation.
3. Pledge of Allegiance – Vice-Chair Gage led the pledge.
4. Approval of Agenda – Commissioner Pack asked that “Budget Schedule” be added as Agenda Item #16a; Chair Owens asked that Agenda Item #16, “Social Media Policy” be removed and replaced with “Sheriff’s Department Interdiction Officer Position”.  Commissioner Holbert moved to approve the agenda as amended, seconded by Commissioner Pack and the motion carried unanimously. 
5. Approval of Minutes – Vice-Chair Gage moved to approve the April 22, 2014, public hearing and regular meeting minutes, seconded by Commissioner Gasperson and the motion carried unanimously. 
6. Juvenile Crime Prevention Council (JCPC) County Plan – Kim Wilson, JCPC Chair, presented the plan.  Citizen comments:  George Baston said the application requirements for these funds makes seeking them prohibitive.  Commissioner Pack moved to approve the 2014-15 JCPC County Plan, seconded by Commissioner Gasperson and the motion carried unanimously.
7. Emergency Medical Services Week, May 18-24, Resolution – Michael Crater, EMS Director, presented the resolution.  Commissioner Pack moved to approve the resolution, seconded by Vice-Chair Gage and the motion carried unanimously. 
8. EMS For Children Day, May 21st, Resolution – Michael Crater presented the resolution.  Commissioner Holbert moved to approve the resolution, seconded by Vice-Chair Gage and the motion carried unanimously.
9. CodeRED Emergency Notification System – Bobby Arledge, Emergency Management Director, presented the information. 
10. Seasons of Life Home Care (SLHC) Contract – Chair Owens said an ad hoc citizens committee met twice concerning the future of adult day health care in Polk County and determined that there is enough need to support a local center.  June Beddingfield, SLHC President/Director, was in attendance to answer questions.  Ms. Beddingfield said she needs to serve six clients per day in order to operate the facility and break even, and she will not come back before the Board to ask for more money unless she has to.  Commissioner Pack moved to approve the contract, seconded by Vice-Chair Gage and the motion carried unanimously.   
11. Closed Session – Commissioner Pack moved to go in to closed session for the purpose of attorney-client privilege, GS 143-318.11(a)(3), seconded by Vice-Chair Gage and the motion carried unanimously.
12. Return to Open Session – Commissioner Pack moved to return to open session, seconded by Commissioner Holbert and the motion carried unanimously.  Commissioner Pack moved to direct Interim County Manager Pittman to obtain recommendations from the county’s consultant, MBP, for an owner’s representative to oversee repairs to the DSS building, and to conduct due diligence on the recommended representatives, seconded by Commissioner Holbert and the motion carried unanimously.  Commissioner Holbert moved to direct Interim County Manager Pittman to seek bids to complete the work on the DSS building as recommended by the county’s consultant, MBP, and to ensure due diligence is conducted upon the bidders, seconded by Commissioner Pack and the motion carried unanimously.  Commissioner Pack moved to redact, unseal, and release the closed session minutes contained in Batch #2014-2, comprised of minutes from January 11, 2010, through December 6, 2010, seconded by Commissioner Holbert and the motion carried unanimously.
13. Early College Financing Resolution – Sandra Hughes, Finance Director, presented the resolution.  Commissioner Pack moved to approve the resolution, seconded by Commissioner Holbert.  Commissioner Gasperson asked that the motion be amended to stipulate that the money for this project be taken out of fund balance, but his motion received no second.  With the original motion and second on the floor, the motion carried 4-1 (Gasperson opposed).
14. Fire Departments & Rescue Squad Draft Contracts – Bobby Arledge presented the draft contracts for review.  The Board will vote on the contracts during the next regular BOC meeting scheduled for May 19, 2014. 
15. Recreation Rate Structure – Jerry Stensland, Interim Recreation Director, presented the proposed new rate structure.  Commissioner Pack moved to approve the rate structure, seconded by Vice-Chair Gage and the motion carried unanimously.  
16. Social Media Policy – Interim County Manager Pittman will present the policy which was reviewed during the April 22, 2014, regular meeting.  (This item was removed from the agenda.)
16.Sheriff’s Department Interdiction Officer Position – Vice-Chair Gage moved to        approve the Grade 21, Step 7 Sheriff’s Department Interdiction Officer position, to be paid for through the end of the fiscal year with available Sheriff’s Department part-time salary funds, seconded by Commissioner Pack.  Vice-Chair Gage further moved to approve a budget amendment if it becomes necessary to move in excess of $5,000 in order to fund the position, seconded by Commissioner Pack and the motion carried unanimously. 
16.a Budget Work Session Schedule – Commissioner Pack moved to reschedule the budget work   sessions to May 19, 2014, and May 20, 2014, at 3:00 P.M. in the R. Jay Foster Hall of Justice, Womack Building, seconded by Commissioner Gasperson and the motion carried unanimously.
17. Volunteer Board for Vote – Marcella Mack was appointed to the Juvenile Crime Prevention Council by unanimous vote. 
18. Volunteer Boards for Review – One application for the Library Board of Trustees was reviewed (Donna Radich withdrew her application); two applications for the Mental Health Advisory Board were reviewed.
19. Citizen Comments on Non-Agenda Items – There were none.
20. Commissioner Comments – The Commissioners thanked everyone for coming out.
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
